If we do not receive a completed form by Thursday 21st May you will have to provide a packed 

lunch from home. If you would prefer to pack your own child’s lunch, we kindly ask that packed 

lunches are sent in a labelled, disposable bag rather than a lunchbox on this occasion. Please 

follow our usual school lunch guidelines (balanced lunch, no nuts), with a normal lunch portion.  

 

The children will be doing lots of exploring and playing games so they will need to wear 

sensible old clothes, old trainers.  As there is a high chance it will be a warm sunny day, please 

ensure your child has had sun cream applied before school, shoulders are covered and they 

have a sun hat.  We will provide them with a high-vis vest to wear for the day.  Children will 

also need their water bottle with them. 

  

We would really appreciate your help on the day if you are available, however this must be 

agreed via the class teacher. All adults who volunteer must sign in with us on the morning of 

the trip, have read and agreed to our volunteer guidance to ensure everyone stays safe on 

the trip. If you would like to help your child’s class on the day of the trip, please speak with the 

class teacher and they will let you know if your help is required.
